H.E. Dr. Augustine Mahiga focussed his talk on India Africa Relations through context of historical
prism, characterising these relations as a combination of compatibilities and complementaries of
foreign policy of both India and countries of Africa in particular Tanzania The Minister pointed
out that the identity of Tanzaniaas an independent country and the path which Tanzaniafollowed
under the charismatic leadership of Julius Nyerere was very much defined, informed and shaped
by the thinking of Mahatma Gandhi.
